Many thanks to all who attended, enjoyed and provided the afternoon tea and entertainment at our 3 
December 2003 Christmas Function. Special thanks to Linda who gave everything a lovely Christ-
mas look with the table decorations etc. 
 
Despite our early festive occasion key meetings remained to attend before our official break up for 
the holidays. Details of the Road Safety Strategy (CCC), Total Mobility, the Gaming Policy consulta-
tion and the implications of the Medical Council forum are noted in the DPA Happenings. In respect 
of the latter I did raise some issues relating to people with disabilities and Sue Ineson  (CEO Medical 
Council) agreed that they need to do some work in that respect. The Council are currently working on 
further issues and she would include those I mentioned. 
 
At the second PHO [Primary Health Organisation] meeting, facilitated by Dame Anne Hercus, nomi-
nations were called for four community representatives. I approached DPA member Kevin Murray to 
represent DPA in my place due to the significant time required to do justice to this very important 
post. He agreed, was nominated and duly elected. All of the work being undertaken at present is of 
course not yet for public release, but suffice to say that Kevin is attending not only the Steering Com-
mittee but several sub committees also, and is doing a tremendous job on our behalf, he will be re-
porting to us, as and when progress reports are available. A report from the PHO Committee is in-
cluded in this Newsletter. We are indebted to Kevin for his significant and quality contribution. 
 
Well we have started the 2004 year in an extremely busy fashion. A great reception was held at the 
Alan Bean Centre (Spinal Unit, Burwood Hospital) to launch the  book “A New Way of Living”. The 
book was launched by Hon. Ruth Dyson and contains many sections written by people who have 
been part of the Alan Bean Centre and the spinal unit. I purchased a copy for DPA and I hope that 
the Committee and members will take advantage of borrowing the book on loan from the DPA office. 
 
A number of local members of parliament were at a Welcome to 2004 party held at the Trade Union 
Centre, held to thank community groups in anticipation of their work in the community for the present 
year. It was an enormous networking opportunity, and I met a number of people previously unknown 
to me who are now a little wiser of the needs of people with disabilities. A musical interlude was per-
formed by a senior school group who are performing overseas representing New Zealand. 
 
At the National Council of Women meeting a representative of Birthright gave a presentation and in 
groups women were asked to discuss two bills currently before parliament concerning the safety of 
young people protecting them from alcohol, drugs, prostitution, age relating to consent etc.   
 
Graeme and I attended two meetings at Civil Defence over the past two weeks. The first was a very 
interesting presentation made relating to the production of a new manual. This manual explains the 
different sections of command and their responsibilities. As an agency we can assist people prepar-
ing for emergency situations with information and contact material. DPA will provide a kit, which in 
our case will be information assistance for people with disabilities. We were present at Operation Ge-
nie at Linwood High School 21 March. We will learn by experience what will be required in future. 
 
As the DPA President I and the DPA co-ordinator were invited to a day workshop by the Bio Ethics 
Council concerning genetic engineering. Details further in this newsletter but suffice to say that there 
is much ignorance within the community concerning this very complex subject. Sensitive and factual 
presentations will assist understandings and with great care science may create benefits for some 
medical conditions, and the scare mongering will be put into correct context. 
 
The DSAC meeting had as usual, large amounts of prior reading material. Documents pertained to 
Health Needs Assessments within the Strategic Plan, focus of health needs assessments for particu-
lar groups, and reminders of the objectives of the District Health Boards. Presentations were made 
by the Ministry of Health, the Deaf Association and the Royal New Zealand Foundation of the Blind. It 
was agreed by the Committee that the concerns and reports should be included into the Strategic 
Plan that is currently being compiled. 
 
At our recent Regional Committee meeting it was agreed that we need to co-opt three people to the 
vacancies on our current Committee. If any member would like to consider joining us would you 
please contact Linda Telfer at the office telephone 379 8525 for further information.

Toi te Taiao: the Bioethics Council wants to hear New Zealanders© views on the cul-
tural, ethical and spiritual issues arising from the development and use of human 
genes in other organisms. 
 
Toi te Taiao: the Bioethics Council is not "for" or "against" the use of human genes 
in other organisms - our job is to get people thinking and talking about the issues, 
and to provide the opportunity for their voices to be heard. We hope that you will 
consider sharing your views with the Council.  
 

The big picture 
 

With complicated issues, we can end up discussing a single aspect or example. But 
our thoughts on the small details are guided by big questions like these: 
 

Humans share many genes with non-humans; for example, over 98% of our genes 
are identical to those of a chimpanzee. Yet many people see humans as essentially 
different from any other life form. What is special or unique about being human?  
 

There are different ways of understanding the world, including ethical, scientific, cul-
tural and spiritual viewpoints. What sorts of values and beliefs are important when 
thinking about the transfer of human genes? Who should make the decisions?  
 

Human genes can be transferred into different organisms, and for different reasons. 
What factors should we think about when deciding if a transfer of genes is ac-
ceptable?  
 

Biotechnology is developing very quickly and raises important cultural, ethical and 
spiritual issues. It is critical that we, as a nation, think about these issues and that 
everyone is encouraged to discuss and share their views. All New Zealanders 
should have the chance to contribute to decisions about how and where biotechnol-
ogy is used.

3. Dignity and Independence 
4. Appropriate standards 
5. Effective Communication 
6. Information 
7. Choice and Consent 
8. Support 
9. Rights during teaching & Research 
10. Your complaint taken seriously. 
 
Everyone has rights. While it is not easy to 
complain you can with support. You need 
not be alone simply contact the local advo-
cate or the Health and Disability Commis-
sioner on 0800 11 22 33 (TTY). 
 
Road Safety Strategy Report CCC 
 
DPA President provided a disability perspective 
to this strategy which covers everything from 
pedestrians, cyclists, motorists, skate boarders 
and scooters.

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 LAUNCH of Primary Health Organisation  

Canterbury’s newest Primary Health Organisation is New Zealand’s largest 
 

The establishment of Christchurch’s newest Primary Health Organisation (PHO), Partnership 
Health Canterbury Te Kei o Te Waka, with its 350,000 enrolled individuals is the 60th PHO in 
New Zealand to be established so far, and the largest. It will officially commence on 1 April 2004. 
 

But its Chair, Dame Ann Hercus, says “important though its size is, the fact that Partnership 
Health has the most broad based and inclusive governance body of any PHO in New Zealand is 
even more significant”. 
 

Primary Health Organisations are the flagship of the Government’s Primary Health Care Strat-
egy.  The Strategy’s key aims are to: 

 

¨  encourage greater consumer and community ownership and involvement in the delivery of 
primary health care strategic planning and service delivery 

¨  address health inequalities 
¨  improve access and co-ordination of a diverse and comprehensive range of quality primary 

health care services, and 
¨  develop the primary health care workforce. 
 

Primary Health Organisations are funded by District Health Boards for the provision of a set of 
defined primary health care services to those members of the community enrolled in a Primary 
Health Organisation, through their General Practice; the PHOs are also funded for broad-based 
specialist projects. 
 

“Partnership Health’s governance body comprises nine individuals representing primary health 
care services, and nine individuals representing broad consumer and community interests.  Then 
there is myself, as the independent Chair”, says Dame Ann.   
 

The six electoral groups are:(on the provider side) 
1. General practice teams (GPs and Practice Nurses), as the contracted providers (5) 
2. Representatives of providers who are not general practice (4) 

(on the consumer side) 
 3. Maori (2) 
 4. Pacific Island community (1) 
 5. Territorial local authorities (2) 
 6. Consumer and community representation (4) 
That makes nine providers, nine consumers and one independent Chair.” 
 

“It should be noted that the numbers are not deliberately balanced between providers and con-
sumers for voting purposes.  We don’t vote – we make all decisions by consensus.  This way of 
working is written into our trust deed.  It is truly an empowering Board to work with, with every-
one’s voice and views being of value and status in reaching a consensus decision, which then 
binds us all.” 
 

“It is very important to acknowledge that some things won’t change.  Primary health care, in our 
communities, will still be made up essentially of the same range of providers as before – in the 
city, that would include your own general practice, district nursing services, pharmacy advice, 
Plunket, family planning, physiotherapy, maternity services, community health service, screening 
services and so on.  The basic range of what makes up “primary health care services” goes on.” 
 

“What will change is new ways of working together, new emphasis of a population-based ap-
proach to primary health care; new funding for education and prevention and health promotion 
projects, consistent with national policy directions.  And extra government funding, over time, will 
mean lower fees for a wider range of people than at present.” 
 
“For the people of Christchurch and Selwyn, this is good news.” says Dame Ann Hercus Chair,
